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1  Scope

1.1 This document outlines the requirements and criteria that PAC members must meet in order to qualify for PAC training related funding. These criteria do not apply to APEC funded courses.

2 Common Criteria for all PAC Members

2.1 Only those countries or economies which the World Bank Classification of Economies by Income and Region categorized as low income, lower middle income economies and upper middle income economies shall qualify (The table in Annex 1 is for information only. The World Bank classification as on the date of approval of the programs by the Committee would be considered for the purpose of funding. Please refer Annex 1). Depending on the budget availability the order of prioritization would be low income, lower-middle income and upper-middle income economies in that order. Depending on the availability of funds members from High income economies would also be eligible for funding subject to approval by the PAC Executive Committee.

2.2 PAC MLA members shall not be eligible for funding for programs for which they have already achieved signatory status, unless training is considered as relevant.

Note: The PAC Executive Committee shall decide on any exceptions to the above.
2.3 Please refer to Annex 2 for training course components that will be covered by PAC.

3 For PAC members with an established accreditation body

3.1 The requirements that an AB must meet in order to receive funding assistance for training programs will be as follows:

· Having a lack of financial support from stakeholders for funding training, 

· Having a low or medium level of understanding about the accreditation guides or standards;

· Requiring the training in order to apply for membership of a PAC MLA program in the near future.

4 For PAC Members that do not have an Accreditation Body established

4.1 The requirements that an economy must meet in order to receive funding assistance from PAC for training programs will be as follows:
· Willing to set up an Accreditation Body and requiring training to do this;

· Having a lack of financial support from stakeholders for funding training,;

· Having a low or medium level of understanding about the accreditation guides or standards.

· Intending to apply for membership of a PAC MLA program, once an accreditation body has been established. 

Annex 1: THE WORLD BANK CLASSIFICATION OF ECONOMIES as at 28 December 2007
Extracts from the World Bank Website: 

Income group: Economies are divided according to 2006 GNI per capita, calculated using the World Bank Atlas method. The groups are:low income, $905 or less;lower middle income, $906 - $3,595;upper middle income, $3,596 - $11,115; and high income, $11,116 or more.
Low-income and middle-income economies are sometimes referred to as developing economies. The use of the term is convenient; it is not intended to imply that all economies in the group are experiencing similar development or that other economies have reached a preferred or final stage of development. Classification by income does not necessarily reflect development status

Notes: Region and income classifications are set each year on 1 July. These official analytical classifications are fixed during the World Bank's fiscal year (ending on 30 June), thus countries remain in the categories in which they are classified irrespective of any revisions to their per capita income data. Indebtedness classifications are revised each year in April.

Annex 2: TRAINING COURSE COMPONENTS TO BE FUNDED BY PAC

Current PAC practice is to cover the following expenses for PAC-funded training courses that have been approved by PAC Members:
· Venue and equipment hire;

· Copying and printing associated with the training course;

· Morning tea, lunch and afternoon tea for trainer and participants during the course;

· Trainer’s airfare (on same scale as for peer evaluators);
· Trainer’s accommodation, meals and incidentals (eg taxis);

· Trainer fee @ Aus $700 per day;

· Buffet-style evening meal on the first day of a two day course;

· Airfare subsidy of up to Aus $500 per eligible member (as per Clauses 2 and 3) for participants at training courses held in conjunction with the PAC Plenary;

· Course development and preparation fee @ Aus $500 per day; and
· Funding support for non-members (as per Clause 4 of this criteria) on a case-by-case basis where course space is available. 

Note:  Funding support for non-members shall not exceed any subsidy offered to existing members of PAC
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
